A ‘Café’ in every community:

Facilities in the hub

· Office/permanent online forum so people can share their ideas instantaneously

· Regular events, varying themes

· After school activities

· Legal advisors 

· Provide advice on sex and drug issues

· A monthly magazine

· A connection to the planning network. Help to apply for grants/planning permission.

· Help to organise events

· Large rentable space of local artists and residents

Youth Workshops

Creating graffiti workshops: the work produced can later be discplayed giving the artist a sense of achievement and ownership.

Over the course of the engagement the issue of distance between various age groups in the community was highlighted. There is a potential with the ‘café’ to provide the appropriate situation for people of all ages to mingle and get to know each other. This aims to break down misconceptions and social barriers.


Considerations.

As previously mentioned, a lot is already happening in and around Easton. The issue is how all these elements can be brought together in one dynamic network. It is felt that the current Easton Community Centre attracts only one specific group of users and there is a need for a space which is responsive to all age ranges and cultural backgrounds.

The success of the food-based events held over the last month should be capitalised upon and established as a regular part of the community calendar.

The desire for a more ‘integrated’ Easton calls for a framework to be put in place to offer people an opportunity to mix with members of other ethnic and interest groups if they so wish.

From this the concept of the ‘Café’ was born. This is the idea of one Easton –centric collective acting as an umbrella organisation for local activity and a go-to point for information. The ‘Café’ acts as a hub with potential to be a venue holding events that would bring members of the Community together for discussions alongside the opportunity to  drop in, share opinions and keep in touch with developments in the area. This is a new concept within the community and offers alternatives to the normative planning consultation processes.
